•  Thrill Waterpark is busiest at 10:00 am, so get there early to beat the lines. Height requirements apply. ($)

•  Kayaks and snorkeling gear can be rented at Chill Island. ($)

•  Activities and attractions may be temporarily suspended if there’s inclement weather.

•  Up, Up and Away flights are dependent on wind conditions. ($)

•  Wave Jet Drivers - If aged 16 to 20, a Full Driving License must be shown on the day (learner’s permit & boat 
license not accepted)

Hours of operation vary based on ship’s arrival and departure times.

ATTRACTIONS

• Tram route runs every 15 minutes, all day. 

•  Onboard beverage and internet packages work 
on the island. But beaches are chill zones — Wi-Fi 
access may be limited. 

•  Umbrellas, chairs, lockers and freshwater showers  
are available throughout the island. When it’s 
windy, umbrellas need to be closed.

•  Little swimmers are welcome to enjoy all the pools, 
so long as they wear swim diapers. 

•  Young thrill-seekers can unleash their imagination 
at Splashaway Bay and Captain Jill’s Galleon. 

•  Explore the different coves of the Caribbean’s  
largest freshwater pool — Oasis Lagoon. 

• Make the most of your beach day at Chill Island.
